· What it does


Information Brochure
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The purpose of Early Childhood Development Program (ECDPs) is to enable:

· Engagement of children in a wide range of learning experiences to maximise their individual potential

· Assessment of educational support needs prior to prep and prep aged children 

· Transition support to prep; and

· Establishment of partnerships with families to ensure quality educational outcomes in the critical early years of schooling

Programs include:
Playgroup: A weekly program for infants 0-3 years and their parents. Playgroup is primarily aimed at delivering direct family support to enhance the family’s ability to support and maximise the development of their child from birth to 3 years. 
Playgroup may also encompass an educational component for families as they learn about their child’s disability and the potential impact it may have on their child’s and family’s support needs.
Prior to Prep: Children aged 3-5 years attend a centre based program 1 day per week. Individual programs focus on a more child-orientated delivery of support. As the children move through this phase, the transition to school and school readiness skills become a primary focus for the ECDP and/or service.

Programs and services for prior to prep aged children are targeted to young children birth to 5 years suspected of, or diagnosed as having a disability with significant educational support needs in the areas of:

· physical impairment 

· intellectual impairment 

· hearing impairment
· vision impairment
· autistic spectrum disorder 

· speech-language impairment 

· multiple impairments 

The process of determining eligibility for access to Early Childhood Development Program and Services will include consideration of all information gathered during the data collection process. 

Referral to a program or service does not guarantee entry. Entry to a program will depend on the data gathering process, assessment details, eligibility, and approval.
Significant educational support needs are determined by the impact of the child’s disability on their development across a number of domains. The focus of the program is to enable the child to participate, achieve milestones, develop play skills and engage with peers and/or adults in a variety of environments.

 Each child has to be referred by either:

a) A Medical Specialist in the case of a diagnosis of Autism Spectrum Disorder; Pervasive Developmental Disorder; Sensory Impairment (VI,PI,HI) or a medical condition with an associated Intellectual Impairment.

b) A Speech-Language Pathologist in the case of Speech Language Impairment.
c) A Guidance Officer in the case of Intellectual Impairment and Global Developmental Delay.


· Head of Special Education Services (HOSES)

· Developmental Guidance Officer (GO)

· Special Education Teachers

· Therapists: physiotherapist, occupational therapist, speech language pathologist

· Teacher Aides

· Advisory Visiting Teachers (AVT): Physical Impairment (PI), Hearing Impairment (HI), Vision Impairment (VI).
